Read the given passage carefully and answer the questions that follow:-
Carbon dioxide is meteorologically a very important gas as it is transparent
to the incoming solar radiation but opaque to the outgoing terrestrial
radiation. It absorbs a part of terrestrial radiation and reflects back some part
of it towards the earth’s surface. It is largely responsible for the green house
effect.
