In 1895, a man named Birsa was seen roaming the forests and villages of Chottanagpur in Jharkhand.
People said he had miraculous powers — he could cure all diseases and multiply grain. Birsa himself
declared that God had appointed him to save his people from trouble, free them from the slavery of
dikus (outsiders). Birsa was born in a family of Mundas — a tribal group that lived in Chottanagpur.
All of his tribal followers in different ways were unhappy with the changes they were experiencing
and the problems they were facing under British rule. Their familiar ways of life seemed to be
disappearing, their livelihoods were under threat, and their religion appeared to be in danger. In 1895,
Birsa urged his followers to recover their glorious past. He talked of a golden age in the past —a
satyug (the age of truth) — when Mundas lived a good life, constructed embankments, tapped natural
springs, planted trees and orchards, practised cultivation to earn their living. They did not kill their
brethren and relatives. They lived honestly. Birsa also wanted people to once again work on their
land, settle down and cultivate their fields.

The courts play a very significant role in protecting our Fundamental Rights. If any citizen believes
that their rights are being violated, then they can approach the court for justice to be done. While the
courts are available for all, in reality access to courts has always been difficult for a vast majority of
the poor in India. Legal procedures involve a lot of money and paperwork as well as take up a lot of
time. In response to this, the Supreme Court in the early 1980s devised a mechanism of Public
Interest Litigation or PIL to increase access to justice. It allowed any individual or organisation to file
a PIL in the High Court or the Supreme Court on behalf of those whose rights were being violated.
The legal process was greatly simplified and even a letter or telegram addressed to the Supreme
Court or the High Court could be treated as a PIL.
